Award Components: One (1) $500 scholarship awarded to a student selected by the Friends of the Auberry Library Scholarship Committee. The funds will be deposited in the Financial Aid Office account of the school you are attending and the disbursement of funds will be overseen by them.
NOTE: Scholarship funds will be awarded to the student upon evidence of full time (minimum of 12 units) enrollment/registration in an accredited post-secondary institution.
